LNC minutes

15 JUL 2012

The meeting was called to order at 8AM.  Attending: Chair Geoff Neale, Vice Chair Lee Wrights, Treasurer Tim Hagan, Secretary Ruth Bennett, At-Large members Michael Cloud, Arvin Vohra, Starchild, and Regional Representatives (1) Norm Olsen, (5S) James Lark,  (5N) Rich Tomasso, (4) Dan Weiner and (4 alternate) Scott Lieberman, (6) Dianna Visek and (7) John Jay Myers. Also in attendance were Executive Director Carla Howell and Operations Director Robert Kraus.

(Starchild insists on not being addressed as Mister. Therefore these, and future minutes, will address him as he wishes to be addressed.)
Region 7 Representative  Mr. Myers informed the Committee that Region 7 has added Paulie Frankel as their alternate.

At 8:07AM we were joined by At-Large member Bill Redpath, and Regional Representatives (2) Vickie Kirkland, (3) Jillian Mack and (4) Brett Pojunis.

During the paperwork check, the Treasure's Report, Regions 4 and 3 Reports, a list of applicants for Audit Committee and information and info from Wes Wagner of Oregon was distributed to Committee  binders.

Ms Visek moved to add 10 minutes to the Agenda to discuss Following the Policy Manual to follow the Counsel Report.  Mr. Wrights suggested that it be moved to following the LSLA . There was no objection

Mr. Redpath moved that we add 5 minute item to follow the Counsel Report for Resolutions of condolence. There was no objection.

Mr. Weiner moved that we put Voting Methodology prior to populating committeesand following the Saratoga Project item for 5 minutes. There was no objection.

Starchild moved to add 15 minutes total for public input before and after each agenda item. There was objection. There was no second so the motions failed for lack of a second.

The Agenda was passed with 1 objection.

Starchild added that he would put the good of the “Liberty Movement” ahead of the interests of the Libertarian Party or his duty to the Libertarian Party as a member of the National Committee.  The Chair ruled that such a statement was out of order and not appropriate for a conflict of interest disclosure.

Starchild challenged the ruling of the Chair  on what types of disclosures should be made.

Motion to extend time for 10 minutes. Passed

Immediate past LNC Secretary Alicia Mattson has a list of cumulative conflicts from past National Committees and volunteered to forward it to Ms Bennett to keep and distribute. 
CHAIR'S REPORT (distributed previously)
The Chair turned the gavel to Lee Wrights, to moved to change the Agenda to add 10 minutes for a report from the Johnson Campaign. Passed without objection. The gavel was returned to the Chair.
The contract/agreement with the Johnson Campaign was signed in early June and things are running smoothly. The contract/agreement is not privileged and there is no issue with anyone reading it.
TREASURER'S REPORT (distributed immediately prior to this meeting.)
There was a discussion of qualitative vs quantitative information about our financial status.   Time was extended for 3 minutes without objection. 
Mr. Hagan, Mr. Redpath, Ms Visek, Ms Howell, Aaron Starr and Mr. Kraus have agreed to meet to establish the type and form of financial reports to be more useful to Committee members.
Time was extended without objection for 2 minutes.
The Chair asked to move the Counsels' report to 2P PDT. Seconded by Mr. Wright's. There was no objection.
SECRETARY'S REPORT

Ms Bennett advised that there had been two email ballots.  The first was on Ballot Access spending which passed with 17 aye votes and one nay.  (see attached roll call vote roster.) The second was on whether to hold the 2016 National Convention at the Rosen Centre in Orlando, FL.  That motion passed with 16 aye votes and 1 nay. (see attached roll call vote roster.)

Ms Bennett asked that future email ballots be sent directly to her and not through the lnc-discuss or lnc-business lists to be sure that they go out properly and are recorded accurately.
Ms. Visek pointed out that the Secretary has not abided by the Policy Manual's requirements for approval of minutes.  Ms Bennett thanked Ms Visek for her assistance and agreed to have her lapses corrected by July 23rd.
Dr. Lark volunteered to serve as Assistant Secretary but will make a motion at a later time.
Dr. Lark moved for a recess and there was no objection.  The meeting was called back into order at 10:08A.
At-Large member Wayne Root joined the meeting after the recess.
JOHNSON CAMPAIGN REPORT
Johnson Campaign Manager Ron Nielson was present to give a report on the Johnson/Gray Campaign. Both candidates have been doing extensive traveling;  Judge Gray has mostly been traveling in the West and Two-Term Governor Johnson more in the south and east and doing media.  The campaign is raising money and making contacts.
(Mr. Frankel substituted for Mr. Myers.)

OREGON BALLOT ISSUES
The OR Secretary of State recognizes Wes Wagner as the Chair of the LPOR and he has the sole authority to submit signatures to qualify Johnson/Gray electors and get into the OR Voter Guide.  Mr. Wagner is requiring that the LNC indemnify him should he submit such signatures to qualify the Johnson/Gray campaign electors and wants a reversal of the Credential Committee's decision  regarding the seating of delegates at the 2012 National Convention.
There was no objection to extend debate for 10 minutes to discuss the Oregon ballot issue.
There was no objection to asking Mr. Wagner to clearly write up what he is requesting, sign it and send it to us by today and we will make a decision regarding his requests during the meeting tomorrow.
Starchild moved that “we call Mr. Wagner at the time he was notified to be available by phone or ASAP if that time has already passed.”  Mr. Frankel seconded.
Mr. Redpath asked to extend time for 10 minutes. Mr. Cloud seconded. The motion to extend passed.
There was no objection to move to a vote. The motion failed 9 to 8 on a roll call vote. Voting aye: Mr. Hagan, Ms Bennett, Mr. Redpath, Mr. Starchild, Mr. Olsen, Dr. Lark, Mr. Tomasso and Mr. Frankel. Voting nay: Mr. Neale, Mr. Cloud, Mr. Vohra, Mr. Root, Ms. Kirkland, Ms Mack, Mr. Weiner, Mr. Pojunis and Ms Visek.  Mr. Wrights abstained.
The Chair will communicate with Mr. Wagner to ask for his specific requests in writing for consideration later during this meeting.
There was no objection to extend for ten minutes for additional questions to Mr. Nielson.

Mr. Frankel moved to extend time for 5 minutes.  There was an objection and the motion passed.
Mr. Wrights moved to extend for 2 minutes to complete Mr. Nielson's answer.  There was no objection.
 Mr. Frankel moved to extend time for 5 minutes for additional questions.  There was an objection and the motion failed.
STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Weiner moved to extend time for 10 minutes and there were no objections.
Mr. Redpath moved to extend time for 5 minutes.  There was an objection and the motion passed.

There were no motions or decisions regarding the Staff Reports.
RESOLUTIONS OF CONDOLENCE

Mr. Redpath moved: The LP expresses its deepest heartfelt condolences to the family  and friends of John Robertson, a long time member of and petitioner for the Libertarian Party who died on May 12, 2012. 
Passed unanimously.
Mr. Redpath moved: The LP expresses its deepest heartfelt condolences to Dan Reale, Chair of the Libertarian Party of Connecticut, and his family and friends regarding the sudden and sorrowful death of his mother on July 9, 2012.
Passed unanimously.
The meeting recessed for lunch at 12:25P.
The meeting was called back to order at 2:10PM.
Mr Redpath moved that we take a portion of the Ballot Access Report to be scheduled at 4P for 15 minutes in Executive Session.  Ms Bennett seconded.  The motion passed.
Gary Sinawski, LNC legal counsel, gave his report by speaker phone. 
Mr. Pojunis moved that the LNC go into Executive Session to read the missive from Mr. Wagner of Oregon received by the Chair.  Mr. Hagan seconded.  The motion passed. The Chair pointed out to the Committee that should anyone not agree to keeping information revealed he should leave the room during Executive Session.
Executive Session started at 2:30P and ended at 2:25P. Mr. Sinawski said that there was no reason to keep this information confidential and the claim for indemnification by Mr. Wagner was read to the body and guests. There was no objection to extend time for an additional 10 minutes.

Aaron Starr was recognized to address the Oregon issue.  Mr. Starr informed the Committee  that the Johnson Campaign is having the Reeves faction submit paperwork to the Oregon Secretary of State to secure ballot access for the campaign. 
Mr. Tomasso moved to extend time on the Legal Counsel Report for 5 minutes. There was an objection.

The motion failed.
Mr. Vohra moved to extend the time for 10 minutes to consider a motion to reject the request by Mr. Wagner for indemnification. The motion passed.  Mr. Vohra moved that the LNC decline to indemnify Mr. Wagner for any possible lawsuits that may arise from putting the Johnson ticket on the Oregon ballot. Mr. Cloud seconded the motion.
(Mr. Myers resumed his place.)
Mr. Wrights called the question.  The motion to close debate failed.  Mr. Redpath moved to extend debate for 10 minutes. The motion passed.  
There was no objection to hearing from Joseph Buchmann of the Johnson Campaign who informed the Committee that the Johnson Campaign was willing to offer indemnification to Mr. Wagner.
The motion to decline to indemnify Mr. Wagner passed with 10 ayes and 5 nays.  Voting aye: Mr. Wrights, Mr. Hagan, Ms Bennett, Mr. Cloud, Mr. Vohra, Mr. Root, Ms Mack, Mr. Weiner, Mr. Pojunis, and Dr. Lark.  Voting nay: Mr. Redpath, Starchild, Mr. Olsen, Ms Visek and Mr. Myers.  Abstaining: Mr. Neale, Ms Kirkland and Mr. Tomasso.
The Committee, without objection, recessed for 15 minutes. The meeting reconvened at 3:50P.  The Chair asked to start the time specific Executive Session to start early. There was no objection.
Lou Jassikoff of Pennsylvania joined in the Executive Session, agreeing to keep everything spoken of in Executive Session confidential. The session started at 3:50 PM. Executive Session ended at 4:26PM.
REGIONAL REPORTS
Mr. Olsen added that Tony and BetteRose Ryan are working to revive the South Dakota LP.  There is a Top-Two Ballot initiative in AZ.  There is a suit to stop the initiative as it includes two distinct issues and AZ is a single issue per initiative state.
Starchild moved to suspend the rules to make a motion to release the content of the previous Executive Session.  The motion failed with 6 ayes and 10 nays.  Voting aye: Mr. Hagan, Mr. Cloud, Mr. Vohra, Starchild, Mr. Weiner and Mr. Myers.  Voting nay: Mr. Neale, Ms Bennett, Mr. Redpath, Mr. Olsen, Ms Kirkland, Ms Mack, Mr. Pojunis, Mr. Tomasso, and Ms Visek.  Dr. Lark abstained. 
Region 2 Representative Jillian Mack had nothing to add to her report.  Ms Mack expressed a concern from KY that petitioners had been pulled from KY.  Mr. Redpath will address this in the Ballot Access report.  Ms Mack showed a new format for regional reports that she and Mr. Pojunis have developed and will make available to all Regional Representatives.
Region 4 Representative Dan Weiner reported that there is a CA law proposed that would change  petitioning rules to prohibit paid petitioners. Should the CA Legislature pass this, the LPCA may need to get an additional 10,000 registered voters by the end of the year to maintain their ballot status.  The cost could be $30-$40 thousand dollars at least and maybe as much as $70-$80 thousand.  Arkansas has made ballot status and will have 15 candidates this year including one unopposed.
Region 5N Alternate David Blau said that they should have 11,000 valid signatures in MA and need 10,000 so there should be no issue there. New Hampshire will not need national LP financial help with their access and should have 15-20 candidates around the state. 
Region 5S Representative Jim Lark thanked Mr. Redpath for all his help petitioning for several states in that region.
Region 6 Representative Dianna Visek had nothing to add to her report.
Region 7 Representative John Jay Myers added that Alabama will need some help and Mr. Myers will encourage them to get more active.  He added that there will be 130 candidates in Texas this year.(!)
Mr. Cloud moved that the rules be suspended to receive reimbursement from Mr. Pojunis. There was no  objection. Mr. Pojunis returned the funds previously paid by the LNC  to the LSLA for Project Saratoga. Mr. Pojunis and Ms Mack are working on a private company to make the services of Saratoga available to state parties.
Starchild moved to suspend the rules to take up another motion and Mr. Weiner seconded.  The motion failed with 4 ayes, 9 nays and 3 abstentions.  Voting aye: Mr. Hagan, Mr. Vohra, Starchild and Mr. Weiner.  Voting nay: Mr. Wrights, Ms Bennett, Mr. Cloud, Mr. Root, Mr. Olsen, Ms Mack, Mr. Pojunis, Mr. Tomasso, and Ms Visek. Abstaining: Mr. Neale, Mr. Redpath and Mr. Myers.
STANDING COMMITTEES
ADVERTISING & PUBLICATION REVIEW COMMITTEE  
There was a motion by Starchild and seconded by Mr. Vohra to extend time on this item.  There was an objection and the motion failed.
AFFILLIATE SUPPORT COMMITTEE 
The Chair of this Committee is Mr. Wrights.  He reported that there are two “orphan” states, South Carolina and Oregon and Mr. Wrights represents their interests on this Committee. As such representative, Mr. Wrights asked the Chair to rule as to whether Region 4 Alternate Scott Lieberman was in violation of the Bylaws (ART 14 sec 4) when Dr. Lieberman wrote “I think you work for the Johnson campaign.  Please make it clear to them that it is in their long-term best interests to sacrifice ballot access in Oregon if that is what it takes to politically neuter Wes Wagner and his group of misfits.”  The Chair ruled that he does not have the authority to make such a determination.
Mr. Wrights moved to extend debate 10 minutes to take up a measure to censure Dr. Lieberman.  The motion failed.
Mr. Olsen moved to extend time 5 minutes on this matter to discuss appointments. Mr. Vohra is an At-Large member, not a Regional Representative as required in the Policy Manual.  Mr. Wrights will appoint a Regional Representative to replace Mr. Vohra.
CONVENTION OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE 
Chair of the COC Mr. Wrights informed the LNC that the contract with the Rosen Centre is proceeding apace.  Our attorney had some concerns and the COC is working through the issues. 

Mr. Redpath moved that the 2016 National Convention be held Friday to Monday morning. Mr. Wrights seconded.  Starchild moved to amend the motion to change the days to Thursday to Monday. Mr. Vohra seconded. The substitute motion failed so the original motion remains. 
Mr. Pojunis moved to extend time. The motion failed.  The main motion to have the 2016 Convention run from Friday to Monday passed with 12 ayes and 5 nays.  Voting aye: Mr. Neale, Mr. Wrights, Mr. Hagan, Ms. Bennett, Mr. Cloud, Mr. Vohra, Mr. Redpath, Starchild, Mr. Olsen, Dr. Lark, Mr. Tomasso and Mr. Myers.  Voting nay: Mr. Root, Ms Mack, Mr. Weiner, Mr. Pojunis and Ms. Visek.
Mr. Redpath moved that we suspend the rules to take up the date and place of the next LNC meeting.  There was no objection.
Mr. Neale proposed that we meet NOV 17-18, 2012 in the greater Washington, DC area.  Mr. Redpath made the motion and Ms Bennett seconded.  The motion passed. 
Mr. Redpath moved to suspend the rules to take up an item to set the first 2013 for March 2-3, 2013. The motion passed.  
Mr. Redpath moved that the first 2013 LNC meeting be held March 2-3 with a location to be decided by an email ballot within the next month. Ms. Bennett seconded.  The motion failed.
The meeting adjourned at 9 PM until 8 AM on Monday July 16. 
The meeting reconvened at 8:07A on Monday.

SPECIAL COMMITTEE REPORTS
BUILDING  FUND COMMITTEE 
Mr. Blau is the Chair of this committee. He replaced Mr. Tomasso and was recognized to discuss purchasing a headquarters building. He pointed out that we need a clearer vision of the uses we need the HQ to fulfill.  We currently have about $140,000 in cash and pledges for the Building Fund.  

(Starchild joined at 8:32A)

Mr. Blau moved to extend time for 10 minutes. There was an objection and the motion passed.

The basic question is:  Just what needs does the staff and LNC want of an HQ building?  What functions, how much space, opportunities for growth, storage, etc.?

Mr. Weiner moved to extend time for 5 minutes.  There was an objection and the motion failed.

NEW VISIONS COMMITTEE– no report
LSLA – no one available to report
Discussion of LNC Adherence to Policy Manual

Ms Visek moved to go into Executive Session.  Failed for lack of a second. 
Mr. Cloud moved to extend time for 10 minutes.  There was an objection and the motion passed.
Mr. Vohra moved to delete section 2.03 section 4 from the Policy Manual. The motion was seconded by Mr. Cloud. 
(Ms Kirkland, Ms Mack and Mr. Pojunis joined the meeting at 9:07A)
Mr. Wrights moved to closed the questions. There was an objection and the motion passed.
The motion failed with 9 ayes and 6 nays and 2 abstentions. 
Ms Visek moved to extend for 10 minutes. The motion passed. 
Ms Bennett moved to delete  Art. 2.09 section 7 of the Policy Manual. Mr. Wrights seconded.
Ms Visek moved to extend time 10 minutes, there was an objection and the motion passed.
Mr. Weiner moved to substitute the current language and add “or breakout session or panel discussion or similar non-major event.” to the end of the next to last sentence of Section 2.09 (7).
The motion to substitute passed and the new motion passed 15 ayes and 2 nays.  Voting Ayes: Neale, Hagan, Cloud, Vohra, Redpath, Starchild, Olsen, Kirkland, Mack, Weiner, Pojunis, Lark, Blau, Visek, Myers.  Voting nay: Wrights, Bennett.
The meeting recessed for 20 minutes. The meeting reconvened at 10A.
Unfinished Business and Items Postponed from Previous Meeting
BALLOT ACCESS

Mr. Redpath informed us that there are 9 states with ballot access deadlines coming up.  There is still a chance that we can make all 50 states plus DC. We were not challenged in IL so Johnson/Gray will be on the ballot there.  LP volunteer efforts have been reprehensibly bad so most signatures have been paid rather than by volunteers so our expenses have been much higher than in past years.  Mr. Redpath has petitioned in many states himself.

We  currently are on the ballot in 31 states definitely.  

Starchild moved that a page be created on the LP.org recognizing volunteers signature gatherers and how many signatures they have each gathered, listed by state and also listing the total number of signatures needed in each state and the deadlines for submitting those signatures. 
Mr Redpath moved to extend time for 10 minutes. There was an objection and the motion to extend passed.
It was pointed out that this was an additional burden on staff and to gather the information would take an enormous amount of work.

Mr. Pojunis moved that the words “with the permission of the petitioners” be added to the end of the sentence. Mr. Wrights seconded.

Mr. Weiner called the question and Mr. Cloud seconded. There was no objection to closing debate.

The amendment passed unanimously. The main motion failed 5 aye and 11 nays and one abstention. Voting aye: Wrights, Starchild, Mack, Pojunis and Myers. Voting nay: Hagan, Bennett, Cloud, Vohra, Redpath, Olsen, Kirkland, Weiner, Lark and Visek.  Mr. Neale abstained.

Mr. Redpath committed to forming a Ballot Access Committee to be populated at the NOV 2012 meeting. 
Mr. Redpath moved to increase the Ballot Access budget line item for ballot access expense from $325,000 to $350,000 to come from Affiliate Support line item, with all additional encumbrances to be approved by a majority vote of the Executive Committee.  Ms Bennett seconded.
Mr. Redpath moved to extend time by 5 minutes.  There was an objection and the motion passed.
The question was called and the motion passed 14 ayes and 2 abstentions.  Voting aye: Neale, Hagan, Bennett, Cloud, Vohra, Redpath, Kirkland, Mack, Weiner, Pojunis, Lark, Tomasso, Visek and Myers.  Abstaining: Starchild and Olsen.  
PROJECT SARATOGA

The funds provided by the LNC to the LSLA for Project Saratoga have been returned to the Party. Mr. Pojunis and Ms Mack have decided to do this privately and for profit.
Ms Bennett moved to end discussion on this item.  There was no objection.
VOTING METHODOLOGY

Mr. Weiner moved to add  a new subsection 8 to Section 1.02 to the Policy Manual to read:

8) Procedure for Filling Vacancies

The election procedure during an LNC meeting for filling committee, LP officer or LNC At-Large Representative vacancies, or any other position which the LNC is authorized to fill, shall be approval voting.  The election shall be conducted by LNC members submitting signed written ballots.  After tabulation the results, including how individual members voted, shall be announced.
Mr. Olsen moved to extend time for 2 minutes. There was an objection and the motion passed.

The tally is 9 Aye and 7 nays so fails due to a lack of 2/3 vote.  Voting aye Neale, Hagan, Bennett, Vohra, Starchild, Kirkland, Weiner, Lark, Myers.  Voting nay: Wrights, Redpath, Olsen, Mack, Pojunis, Tomasso, Visek.

POPULATING COMMITTEES
AUDIT COMMITTEE

Only Mr. Pojunis was nominated as the member from the national Committee.  There was no objection to closing nominations.  Starchild moved to take 2 minutes to ask questions of Mr. Pojunis.  The motion passed.  Mr. Pojunis was elected but with  Starchild and Mr. Myers abstaining.

Non-LNC members nominated are: Michael Howard, Joseph Buchman, Aaron Gilmer, Joshua Katz, Gary JE. ohnson(TX), Aaron Starr.  There was no objection to extending time for 10 minutes.  Nominations were closed.

Mr. Weiner moved that this election be done by approval voting, secret ballot. (Members may vote from 2-6 ballots with the top two vote getters  taking office, assuming a majority votes,

Filling Vacancies on the LNC

In the event of a vacancy in the Vice-Chair, Secretary, Treasurer or one or more At-Large positions, the following procedure shall be used to permanently fill the vacancy.

1. Notice will be given via e-mail to all sustaining members and the state chairs of the vacancy, informing of the vacancy, the duties and obligations of the office, the procedure to apply for consideration and the qualifications to meet eligibility.

2. Any member that meets the qualifications for the office as stated in the Bylaws on the date of their submission will be considered a candidate by the LNC.

3. Notice must be given at least 30 days prior to the LNC meeting at which the vacancy will be filled, and no vacancy can be filled without this notice being given.

4. Submissions must be received by the Secretary at least 14 days prior to the LNC meeting at which the vacancy is filled.

5. Staff will verify that candidates are eligible to serve, and the Secretary will distribute the list of eligible candidates to the LNC at least seven days prior to the LNC meeting at which the vacancy will be filled.

6. All LNC members are eligible for consideration, but they must follow the same procedure as non-members in order to be considered.

7. Filling vacancies on the LNC shall be conducted as part of the credentials report agenda item.

8. Candidates that attend the LNC meeting at which the vacancy will be filled shall be given two minutes each to address the LNC prior to the election. 

9. If more than one vacancy is being filled, the order of election shall be the same as specified in the Convention Rules.

10. If more than one At-Large vacancy is being filled, there shall be a single election with ranked results, except in cases where a subsequent ballot is required to break a tie.  In those cases, the subsequent ballot shall only include the candidates that represent the tie.

11. All votes by the LNC to fill vacancies will be recorded.
In the even of vacancies in the Secretary or Vice-Chair, the EC shall appoint a temporary replacement from the current LNC members to fill the role until a permanent replacement is chosen.
Dr. Lark moved to postpone this item for now and to address it prior to or at the next meeting. Mr. Weiner seconded. There was no objection.
