Roger... This is Gardner. Just to be clear, the material you wrote in quotes... is that supposed to have been from me? If so, it would be cool if you were to cite the alternate dimension in which I said such things. No hard feelings, man. I understand you meant it to be an interpretation of what anyone running implies to those who see the race unfolding. I don't want to run. But by entering the race AND telling people we know we cannot win and that we intend to use the race to spread the ideas, it should tell people that in no way are we supporting any idea of legitimacy of the state. Believe me, I have spent many years using the media to spread the principles of anarchism, and there are certain limits one encounters. Though you might not think so, this method allows us to reach people we would not otherwise reach. It in no way lends legitimacy to the state to be an anarchist who runs knowing and expressing that he cannot win and will not serve. If one drives on roads that are controlled by agents of the state to deliver a series of speeches against the state, it does not mean he accepts the state. It might just mean that the state has constructed such high barriers to his finding alternatives that he has few options left to use. We run with a goal: to get attention and spread ideas, not necessarily to garner votes. If we DO garner support, that gives our ideas more attention, but it still doesn't mean I will win or take a government position if I were to win. I once wondered if, as an anarchist, I could justify running. I can justify running, but not serving.

I wonder if anyone here has some thoughts on whether an anarchist could SERVE if he voted against all functions of the government and never took pay. There are so many things to consider, including the energy it takes to heat government buildings that a Senator/Congressman/woman might enter, the phone lines, etc. Would it be okay to accept office and work to dismantle the state if one were to reimburse for all the attendant costs of being in office? I don't think so. I think accepting the office then means one lends an air of acceptance to the office itself, even if he/she doesn't want it to go on. Running in a campaign doesn't mean one is running to win, and I have worked for many years in alternative ways to spread the word and effect change. I don't think giving this method a try undercuts an argument against the state.

    Wrongful convictions and prosecutorial misconduct is platform

  SEABROOK — A Seabrook resident convicted of reckless conduct in 2012 is now running for governor of New Hampshire "to combat wrongful convictions."

SEABROOK — A Seabrook resident convicted of reckless conduct in 2012 is now running for governor of New Hampshire "to combat wrongful convictions."

"The Libertarian Party of New Hampshire decided to nominate me in order to talk about wrongful convictions and prosecutorial misconduct," said Albert "Max" Abramson.

Abramson has maintained his claim of innocence after he was convicted of one count of reckless conduct for firing a gun at a December 2010 party at his home, and has continued to work with groups which help exonerate wrongfully convicted inmates.

"Improper forensics, police misconduct, eyewitness misidentification and false testimony from inmates — who may be given 2-3 years off their sentence in exchange for lying in court — contribute to many of these cases," he said.

If elected governor, one of his goal's is to work to help those convicted who claim innocence. He said he hopes to accomplish pardoning Rochester resident Chad Evans, who is currently imprisoned for the murder of 21-month-old Kassidy Bortner, Evans' girlfriend's daughter, in 2000.

"He was not even in the house at the time that (Kassidy) suffered the physical injuries that led to her death," Abramson said. "There was never any evidence linking Chad to this girl's death."

Evans has been trying to exonerate himself since his 2001 conviction. Will Delker, then-senior assistant attorney general, said in a June 11, 2010 Foster's Daily Democrat article that, while is

as a "circumstantial case," there was "damning" testimony that contradicted Evans' testimonies.

Abramson said that he is different from current Gov. Maggie Hassan and Ovide Lamontagne — who decided not to run for governor in New Hampshire in favor of a job in Washington, D.C. — because in 2012 they "were supported to the tune of over $12 million in out-of-state soft money and millions in out-of-state contributions" and he sees the same future for candidates this year.

"Every time special interest groups run expensive political ads, we're reminded that our elected officials don't work for ordinary Americans, but for the big-monied interest groups who finance their campaigns," he said. "If we value justice, we cannot keep re-electing politicians who are in the back pockets of the prison lobby and police chiefs."
Abramson has made claims in court and in public that police departments, like the Seabrook Police Department, should lose its public budget and instead be under county coverage.

Abramson even tried to defund the Seabrook police budget in a February 2012 deliberative session. He was denied 61-3.

"Seabrook taxpayers would save about $2.4 million a year by switching to county coverage," Abramson said.

Seabrook Police Chief Lee Bitomske said he would not comment on Abramson's bid for governor or the $2.4 million claim, but he wished Abramson good luck, as he would any candidate.

Abramson also said he is proposing laws for police stations and cruisers to be required to have cameras which can be seen online, citing the Michael Bergeron Jr. beating video that was posted on YouTube and subsequent reports.

· "Good cops shouldn't suffer on the job because of the acts of bad cops in a few towns and cities," Abramson said. "... As important, we need to stop offering 'paid administrative leave' on evidence of criminal wrongdoing by public employees and simply consider them fired as soon as video shows them committing a felony," he said.

At the time of his trial, Abramson was a member of the Seabrook Planning Board, but did not choose to return to the position after his conviction. He resigned on July 17, 2012.

According to New Hampshire state law, "a person sentenced for a felony, from the time of his sentence until his final discharge, may not ... become a candidate for or hold public office.""I chose to resign from the Planning Board, rather than fight to stay on," he said. "My reason for running for Planning Board was to improve both pedestrian and road safety, and I did not feel that I would be able to accomplish that from the Planning Board."

Abramson is now working in landscaping while taking computer programming classes at Great Bay Community College. He will face such opponents for the governor's seat as incumbent Democrat Gov. Maggie Hassan and the winner of the Republican primary, which is being sought by such candidates as former BAE Systems CEO Walt Havenstein and entrepreneur Andrew Hemingway.
